They’ve singled out Israel for boycott while ignoring the 
human rights abuses occurring every day in countries like Sudan, Zimbabwe, Iran and Venezuela. 

Fighting for social justice requires real courage. It means taking on vicious regimes, sometimes at 
great personal and professional cost. Yes, the freely elected government of Israel faces enormous 
challenges. But singling out Israel — the only Middle East nation that supports our shared 
democratic rights and ideals — that’s anti-Semitism.
