Father realizes the severity of
Jewish circumstances.

Begins to feel like a Christian
child while in hiding.

Professor of Sociology at the University
of Connecticut at Stamford since 1974.

Marries Leon Tec, child
psychiatrist in 1950.

Had a Jewish upbringing. As a girl
had blue eyes and blond hair. Born in Lublin Poland, in 1931.

Jewish parents, Roman Bawnik,
businessman, and Esther Bawnik.

Mother of two children, Leora and Roland,
both born in the United States.

Immigrated with husband to
the United States in 1952.

Passes as a Catholic while parents
are in hiding during the Holocaust.

Author of many Holocaust
publications for 20 years.
