For over a decade, the Marttila Communications Group -- a Boston-based public opinion
research firm -- has conducted four national surveys (1992, 1998, 2002, and 2005) for the
Anti-Defamation League (ADL) to measure anti-Semitic propensities in the United States.

The company has also conduced numerous national surveys measuring American attitudes
toward the Middle East.

In this latest survey 1,600 Americans age 18 and older were interviewed on the evenings of
March 18-25, 2005, by trained professionals working from a central, monitored location.

Respondents were selected from all American households using a random probability
sampling procedure which included unlisted telephone numbers.

Some questions were asked to all 1,600 respondents. For these questions, the margin of
error is +/- 2.8%. Other questions were asked to demographically proportional “split
samples” or 800 adults. For these questions, the margin of error is +/- 3.4%.

Americans remain more sympathetic to Israelis than to either Palestinians or Arab states

Both Israeli Prime Minister Arial Sharon and new Palestinian President Mahmoud Abbas are viewed
favorably. Sharon enjoys higher ratings than in ADL’s 2003 survey.

Americans are hopeful about improved prospects for peace between Israelis and Palestinians. Both Israel
and the Palestinians receive credit for this improved environment. On balance, however, Americans give
Israel much greater credit for working for peace in the Middle East.

Americans are overwhelmingly supportive of Israel’s decision to unilaterally withdraw from the Gaza Strip
as an important step in the peace process.

For the most part, Americans bring very positive views to a consideration of the U.S.-Israeli relationship.
Approval for the Israeli government is at the highest levels in over a decade. However, a plurality of
Americans continue to believe the U.S. may have to work more closely with moderate Arab nations in the
future -- even if it means weakening our relationship with Israel.

Even though most Americans believe the U.S. is more likely to be targeted for terrorist attacks because of
our support for Israel, a clear majority believes we should continue to support Israel in spite of this risk.
